Child-shape handle surmounted by a
basket filled with flowers, on a console hightened with scrolling foliages. During the July Monarchy in the

1830s, is developed a return to the style of the Renaissance Revival. This style touches all the arts
including decoratif art and furniture. This style is influenced decorative repertoire of the 15th and 16th
